Delhi airport’s upgraded T2 to reopen on Oct 26

New Delhi, 15 September

The Delhi airport’s Terminal 2,
which was closed in April this year
for a comprehensive upgrade to
make it “future-ready” to handle
the soaring rush, will reopen on
October 26 with a host of new fea-
tures, including self-service bag-
gage drop and six passenger
boarding bridges equipped with
autonomous docking, a first
for India. The opening coincides
with the start of the aviation
winter schedule.

About 120 daily domestic

flights of AirIndiaand IndiGowill
shift operationsto the refurbished
terminal from the intervening
night of October 25-26, operator
Delhi International Airport Ltd
(DIAL) said on Monday.

In aviation, the winter sched-
ule runs from the last Sunday of
October until the last Saturday of
March, while the summer sched-
ule extends from the last Sunday
of March to the last Saturday of
October.

The terminal, built four dec-
ades ago by the Airports Authority
of India, was closed in April after
Terminal 1 became fully oper-

ational. DIAL said the upgrade
work was aimed at making T2
“future-ready” to handle surging
passenger traffic.

“Terminal 2is notjustafacility
upgrade — it’s a complete reim-
agination of the passenger jour-
ney,” said Videh Kumar Jaipuriar,
CEO of DIAL. Delhi Airport has
three terminals.

He added that with techno-
logies like the Self Baggage Drop
and autonomous docking aero-
bridges, “we are empowering
travellers, optimising efficiency,
and preparing the Delhi Airport
for the future of aviation.”

Among the new features is a
self-service baggage drop, which
allows passengers to scan their
boarding pass, tag their luggage,
and place it directly on the belt —
cutting down waiting time at
check-in counters.

The airport has also intro-
duced six passenger boarding
bridges equipped with auton-
omous docking, a first for India.
According to DIAL, these will
make aircraft turnaround faster
and safer, while also offering
wheelchair-friendly access and
improved safety measures for
staff.

The app lists items starting at less than ¥99 as
well as those that can be delivered in under 30
minutes. A few items available on the app include
cakes, burgers, pasta, sandwiches, sweets, ice
creams, pizzas, biryani, dosa, kebabs, parathas,
noodles, and pastries. Similar to this, the Swiggy
app also has a¥99 store, which showcases meals
thatare worth Y99 or less.

An example of identical orders placed from the

same outlet in Pune using both Toing and Swiggy’s :

main app shows the difference in prices. For an
item valued at X189, the final payable amount on
Toing was 3210 (X189 item value +39.45 restaurant

GST +X12 platform fee). On Swiggy, the same order

costs 238 (X189 item value +I23 restaurant pack-
aging +310.6 restaurant GST +314.99 platform
fee). Both platforms offer free delivery on orders
aboveI99.

However, for an order worth ¥89 (under 399),
Toing’s final cart value stood at 124 (Y89 item
value +319 delivery fee +34.45 restaurant GST +
12 platform fee). On Swiggy, the total came to 3193
(89 item value + I35 delivery fee +I23 restaurant
packaging +35.6 restaurant GST +314.99 platform
fee +T25rain fee).

Overall, Toing did not levy a restaurant packag-
ing fee, while Swiggy did. Toing’s platform fee
was lower at ¥12, compared to ¥14.99 on the main
app, and the GST charged by restaurants on
Swiggy was higher.
